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What is involved in being a PCC member?
1.	Meet 8-9 times a year.
2.	With others, have a collective overview of the life and growth of the church.
3.	With others, have legal responsibility for the church budget.
4.	As an individual member, be thoughtful and aware regarding the life of the church, especially those things which may be preventing growth and health, or which would encourage it.
5.	As an individual member, bring things to the attention of the PCC that are either preventing church growth and health, or that would enhance it.
6.	As an individual member, and with others, be prepared to take things forward that will help the church to grow
7.	As an individual member, pray for the church both privately, and when you can, by joining in the church prayer meetings. The monthly church prayer diary is useful for this purpose.
8.	As an individual member, review your financial support for the church. There is no obligation for PCC members to give a certain amount, but because we are responsible for the budget it's important that each member can say we give serious consideration to our own contribution.
9.	With others, have legal responsibility for the church fulfilling its aims (ie promoting the gospel for the benefit of non-members) as a registered charity. ourselves agree with them.

No person shall be nominated unless they have signified their consent to serve, or there is in the opinion of the meeting sufficient evidence thereof. No person shall be nominated if they are disqualified from serving by the Church Representation Rules (CRRs).  (See below for details) 

*pursuant to Rule 76(1), by providing your email address you are agreeing to:

(ii) any disclosure of your name and address authorised by or under the CRRs will include your email address.

DISQUALIFICATION  (Church Representation Rule 68 in Part 7)

A person shall be disqualified from being nominated, chosen or elected or from serving as a member of a parochial church council, a district church council or any synod under these rules if the person:
(1)    A person is disqualified from being nominated, chosen or elected or from serving as a churchwarden or a member of a parochial church council, a district church council or a joint council if the person is disqualified from being a trustee of a charity (and the disqualification is not subject to a waiver which permits membership of a parochial church council, district church council or joint council).

(2)   A person is disqualified from being nominated, chosen or elected or from serving as a member of a parochial church council, a district church council, a joint council or a deanery synod if the person is included in a barred list (within the meaning of the Safeguarding Vulnerable Groups Act 2006).

(3)   A person is disqualified from being nominated, chosen or elected or from serving as a member of a parochial church council, a district church council, a joint council or a deanery synod if the person has been convicted of an offence mentioned in Schedule 1 to the Children and Young Persons Act 1933 (with that expression being construed in accordance with Rule 71(2) of the Church Representation Rules).

(4)   A person’s disqualification under sub-paragraph (3) may be waived by the bishop of the diocese by giving the person notice in writing.

[bookmark: _GoBack](5)   A person is disqualified from being nominated, chosen or elected or from serving as a member of a parochial church council if the person has been disqualified from holding office under section 10(6) of the Incumbent (Vacation of Benefices) Measure 1977.

Notes 

Declarations: In order to confirm that you are eligible to act as a charity trustee, all newly elected members to the PCC will be required to sign two declarations, being: (i) confirmation of trustee eligibility (i.e. non-disqualification under charity law); and (ii) a Fit and Proper Person declaration, copies of which can be found at https://parishresources.org.uk/the-pcc-as-a-charity/apcms-and-electoral-roll/#Declarations. By confirming that you are eligible for election, you are confirming that you will be able to sign these declarations.

DBS Checks: If as part of your role you are required to undertake any form of Regulated Activity, then an Enhanced DBS check (with or without barring list) and a Confidential Declaration Form must be completed. It is an offence to carry out Regulated Activity without such a check having been undertaken. Whether your role involves Regulated Activity is fact specific and will vary from case to case.
